Facts About Buying Locally 

Buying local foods decreases the fuel needed to bring food to market.  Food purchased directly off the farm 

is also fresher and better tasting; due to the length of transit, fruits and vegetables are harvested before 

they can fully ripen, which tends to result in a decrease in flavor, freshness and nutrient levels.  When local 

farmers sell their products directly to consumers, less money is spent on advertising and transit, so they can 

capture a much larger share of the food dollar. Additionally, making an effort to buy local produce and 

meats helps strengthen the regional economy and supports the preservation of the Township’s agricultural 

heritage by making it financially feasible for families to continue operating their farms.
