AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 140, THE OFFICIAL 

MAP ORDINANCE OF UPPER SAUCON TOWNSHIP, IN ORDER TO 

AMEND COMPONENTS (2) AND (3) OF THE OFFICIAL MAP OF 

UPPER SAUCON TOWNSHIP TO DEPICT ADDITIONS TO EXISTING 

FACILITIES AND LAND AND ADDITIONS TO RESERVED 

FACILITIES AND LAND 

 

 

A. Legislative History and Findings. 

 

 

 WHEREAS, Article IV of the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code, as 

amended (hereinafter, “MPC”), authorizes Upper Saucon Township (hereinafter, 

“Township”) to establish an official map and to provide for its administration, 

enforcement and amendment; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to MPC Article IV, on January 18, 2010, the Board of 

Supervisors (hereinafter, “Board”) enacted Ordinance No. 140, establishing the Official 

Map of Upper Saucon Township (hereinafter, “Official Map”); and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Official Map is comprised of three, individual maps as follows: 

 

  a. Official Map – Component (1) – Existing Environmental Features; 

 

  b. Official Map – Component (2) – Existing Parks, Conservation Lands  

      and Transportation Facilities; and 

 

  c. Official Map – Component (3) – Reservation of Public Grounds; and  

 

 WHEREAS, since 2010 there have occurred changes in the Township resulting 

from land development and changing demographics, which in turn have resulted in 

changes in the community; and 

 

 WHEREAS, such changes require an amendment to Component (2) to depict 

additional preserved property, Township-owned property and the deletion of privately 

owned, public golf courses; and  

 

 WHEREAS, Component (2) is further amended to depict new reservations of 

land for the purpose of illustrating the relationship between existing land and facilities 

and certain amendments to Component (3) relating to future reservations; and 
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 WHEREAS, such changes require an amendment to Component (3) to depict 

additional reservations of recreation and agriculturally preserved land, the addition and 

adjustment of future recreation paths and trails and future road extensions; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that it is appropriate to amend 

Components (2) and (3) of the Official Map to reflect such changes; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Components (2) and (3) of the Official Map, as proposed to be 

amended, are attached hereto as Exhibits “A” and “B,” respectively; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to MPC Sections 402 and 408 true and correct copies of 

this Ordinance and the Official Map, including Components (2) and (3) as proposed to be 

amended, have been provided to the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission, the Upper 

Saucon Township Planning Commission and adjacent municipalities for review and 

comment; and 

 

 WHEREAS, having reviewed all of the comments received and having held a 

public hearing, pursuant to public notice, the Board finds that the proposed amendments 

to the Official Map are consistent with the Township’s Comprehensive Plan and the 

Saucon Region Comprehensive Park, Recreation and Open Space Plan and are consistent 

with the public health, safety and general welfare. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, the Upper Saucon Township Board of Supervisors does 

hereby enact and ordain as follows: 

 

B. Ordinance Text. 

 

 1.  Official Map Amendment [Component (2)]. Component (2) of the Official 

Map is hereby amended as more particularly described and depicted in Exhibit “A,” and 

pursuant to Article IV of the MPC and Ordinance No. 140, Exhibit “A” shall hereafter 

constitute Component (2) of the Official Map. All other requirements of Ordinance 140, 

dated, January 18, 2010, and Component (1) of the Official Map shall remain in full force 

and effect.  

 

 2.  Official Map Amendment [Component (3)]. Component (3) of the Official 

Map is hereby amended as more particularly described and depicted in Exhibit “B,” and 

pursuant to Article IV of the MPC and Ordinance No. 140, Exhibit “B” shall hereafter 

constitute Component (3) of the Official Map. All other requirements of Ordinance 140, 

dated, January 18, 2010, and Component (1) of the Official Map shall remain in full force 

and effect.  

  

 3.  Verification.  The Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and Township 

Secretary are hereby delegated the authority to execute the verification required by MPC 

Section 402(c).   
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 4.  Repealer. All existing ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are contrary to 

the provisions of this Ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent necessary to give this 

Ordinance full force and effect. 

 

 5.  Savings Clause. To the extent that any word, portion or provision of the text 

hereof is found by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or void on 

constitutional or other grounds, such word, phrase, portion or provision shall, if possible, 

be deemed to be repealed and those valid portions of the text shall remain in full force 

and effect if the same can be accomplished without the structure of the ordinance having 

been destroyed by the elimination of that word, phrase, portion or provision found to be 

invalid or void. 

 

 6.  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective within five (5) days 

after the date of enactment.
