The proposed
parks would be located on lands owned by the Township and
identified as:
• 5653 Old Bethlehem Pike and 3361 Preston Lane 
(former Benckini Tract)

• 7486 Passer Road (former Haring Tract)
The draft plans for these parks focus on walking paths,
management and creation of  wildlife habitat, native vegetation
and rehabilitation of  existing waterways.  The public is
encouraged to attend and participate at this meeting.
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
