Joan Slota, 3880 East Hopewell Road, had questions about the Sewer and Water Agreement for the Saucon Valley Crossing Mobile Home Park which is listed on the agenda as item 9(h).  Mr. Beil responded to her questions.  She asked if the Township will be taking over the roads in the Saucon Valley Crossings Mobile Home Park.  Mr. Beil said the Township will be taking over the sewer and water lines but not the roads.

James Largay, 4344 Allegiant Street, said he was present to express his concerns relating to the release of funds for the Traditions of America development.  He questioned whether the Board should approve these releases given that several sections of sidewalk are broken and many of the shade trees are dead in this development.  He said these issues should be addressed before any releases are approved by the Board.

Mr. Largay said he knows the issue of warehouses and truck terminals will be addressed in the next meeting, but he wanted to state that he finds the prospect of massive warehouses and truck terminals abutting major thoroughfares and encroaching upon residential neighborhoods to be both dangerous and heartbreaking.

Mr. Unangst explained that over $1,000,000 is still being held as security for the Traditions of America development and there will be a final inspection of all phases of the development.  Any problems or issues with the sidewalks or shade trees will be addressed before final approval is given.
